MONTERROSSO. It is a kind of tribute to all those who 
like tales, books, stories.

It is also a tribute to the work Where the Wild Things 
Are. Unlike Maurice Sendak’s book, in which a boy 
locks himself in his room and enters a world full of 
monsters, here the journey is made by the parents, 
looking for their son, who disappears in the pages of a 
book.

Can they find him? Will they be able to bring him back 
home? A work with several interpretations, somewhat 
strange and mysterious, but a simple read, like all 
great stories.
